One $12,500 grant for basic science or clinical research will be awarded 
during the VESS spring meeting on Wednesday, June 17, 2015 in 
Chicago, IL.

Eligible candidates must identify as an early career faculty member. “Early career” implies holding a 
full-time vascular surgery academic appointment within five (5) years of completing surgical training 
at the time of grant submission.  Senior vascular surgery trainees (2nd year fellows or 5th year 
residents) are eligible with proof of appointment at an academic medical center upon graduation. 
The applicant must be a VESS member in good standing.
